Group Project Guidance Paper

The group projects will be graded in the following areas (10 points each):

· Accuracy or Thoroughness of the research completed.  Was it more than what was listed in the text or did it appear to come from one source of information.

· Clarity – Was the information understandable or presented in such a way as to be understandable and at an appropriate level for the audience.

· Quality/ Creativity – Was the information presented in a fluent fashion which maintained the interest of the audience.  Did the person simply read off cue-cards, or did it appear “practiced and polished”?

· Compliance – Did the speaker stay within the parameters of the project (stay on topic, not exceed time limits etc…)?

· Shared Grade – Did the presentation have a natural flow from one presenter to another or did it appear “choppy” and unrehearsed or confusing?

Although it was suggested to utilize sub-topics so as to reduce the time needed for group coordination, do not fail to share what type of information each is presenting and how that information will  organized to create the one coordinated presentation.  Also understand that time will “fly” and the presentations will be due before you realize it.  Don’t put off your research until the last moment or it may be too late.

Response paper:
At the time of your presentation (or before), you will also submit a response paper (2 – 4 pages).  This should be written individually and contain your personal views and beliefs (i.e. supported or educated opinion) on the presented topic and the assignment in general (group process, what makes it better, worse etc…).  The paper will not be a shared grade, and should vary from student to student. 
All papers should be typed and double spaced, with no greater than 1 inch margins. Name, date, course number and name should be located in the upper right hand corner of the front page.  Each additional page should have the student’s last name and page number in this position.
Areas to address:

· Spelling and Grammar

· Clarity of position

· Strength of opinion (support your opinion with fact/ research)
