Groups of 1 - 3 students will prepare and present to the instructor, information on a predetermined and pre-approved subject as it relates to a proposed prevention program.  Presentations will be graded upon their quality in preparation and research, viability, thoroughness, creativity, and clarity.  It is expected that an appropriate program (regardless of subject) will utilize or reference current developmental theories or concepts.  Please note that all group members involved will receive the same grade for the program.  
The written program descriptions should:

· Identify the Problem (i.e. teenage pregnancy)

· Identify @ risk population

· Identify an education component 

· Identify possible legislation which might be advocated and how such would be enforced.

· Identify the prevention program plan (more detailed).
