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PREVENTION PROGRAM (100 pts):
Groups of 1 - 3 students will prepare and present to the professor, information on a predetermined and pre-approved subject as it relates to a proposed prevention program.  Presentations will be graded upon their quality in preparation and research, viability, thoroughness, creativity, and clarity.  It is expected that an appropriate program (regardless of subject) will utilize or reference current theories or concepts as they relate to adolescence.  Please note that all group members involved will receive the same grade for the program and that the paper should reflect work done by each member.  
The written program descriptions should:

· Identify the Problem (i.e. teenage pregnancy) including data and citations for the data demonstrating the issue.
· Identify @ risk population – who will the program be aimed at, and why?
· Identify an education component – how will you prevent the occurrence of the identifying problem (i.e. flyers, PowerPoints, baby-think-it-over dolls etc…) and also explain why this would be an appropriate approach to use.
· Identify possible legislation or rule changes which might be advocated or needed and how such would or could be enforced.

· Identify the prevention program plan (more detailed).

Time frames (how long will it run?)

Program’s scope of implementation (how big is the program going to be – 
nationwide, local high school…)
· Justification for the prevention plan, utilizing at least two developmental theories or concepts (i.e. using a more emotional theme such as fear to reach adolescents due to the adolescent’s logic being based more in the limbic system of the brain).

Additional items which might be developed and submitted:

· Proposed education components (i.e. PowerPoint presentation on the dangers of drug use)

· Flyers or brochures 

· Proposed funding source or grant request letters
· Anything which you might use in your program or which might increase the clarity of it.
A cover page and reference page should be included. Make sure all group members’ names are located on the paper.
Prepare this as you would if you were asking me to fund the proposed program.  Sell me on your idea. Also, be prepared to discuss your program with the class on the last night.
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
